About the component: 
The Bed Capacity Monitor has been designed to provide bed managers with the capability 
to adjust the number of open beds available for any ward, view and adjust the current 
number of open beds across all the inpatient wards and enter reasons for modifications.  
 
This component provides end users with a real-time bed number of open vs closed beds 
within the hospital. Often the process of opening and closing beds within hospital systems 
is cumbersome and does not support timely feeds to information systems. SystemView 
provides a component specifically to manage the opening and closing of inpatient beds 
that adjust the number of beds open across all of the SystemView components within 
minutes.
